The Burlington Residential Correctional Facility provides residential structure to adult offenders in the Iowa Criminal Justice System.  The facility has an OWI component which provides intensive intervention/treatment for offenders convicted of OWI 2nd Offense or greater.  The facility also provides supervision for offenders on work release from one of the nine adult prisons in Iowa.  The facility receives other clients as a condition of probation from a local four county area.   Finally, the facility has an intensive supervision Youthful Offender Program for young adult offenders. This program is highly structured and seen as a last chance for offenders who would generally already be entering the prison system.  The facility provides a variety of treatment and programming in addition to strict accountability.  Our Mission is to Protect the Public, the Employees, and the Offenders.





Community Corrections





Students currently enrolled in an accredited junior college, college, or university program leading to a degree in criminal justice or a related field may apply.


Students attending school out of state are welcome to apply.


More than one internship may be served as long as you are currently enrolled in school.  (e.g.  one through community college and one through a 4 year program.)

Internship Program

What Happens Next

Once you have passed the background check, you will be contacted for a personal interview.  





All individuals having passed the background check and the interview will be considered for an internship.  We are only able to accommodate up to 4 students per term.  Those persons selected will be notified and of the time and date to begin the experience.
