Polygraph examinations are conducted on offenders entering a specialized sex offender program to establish accountability for their crime, ensure compliance with supervision and treatment requirements and enhance public safety.

Polygraph examinations allow correctional supervisors to establish risk management and treatment objectives, and to reduce the sex offender’s denial mechanisms. The examiner carefully develops questions related to the known facts of the conviction and evaluates answers as truthful, deceptive, or inconclusive. Deceptive results flag areas of concern that the treatment provider and supervising officer need to investigate further.
