(10. Insurance Game) To show them that the harm done by a criminal act goes far beyond the act itself.

1. Ask the students as a whole:


How many of you believe that you are average or better at handling your money?  Let's see a show of hands.



(Get a show of hands)

2. Tell the students:


We're going to have a contest to see who is the best. 

3. Break the students into 4 groups.

4. Give the students HO1 and read it to them.

5. Answer any questions.

6. Tell the students:


An insurance agent will be around shortly to see if you want insurance.



(Give them time to decide)

7. Go around seeing what each table wants in regards to insurance.  Give them cards that say:


No insurance


$200 deductible insurance


Non-deductible insurance

8. Then collect the premiums.

9. Tell the students:


While you were all sleeping, without a care in the world, a bunch of people were partying. They got drunk and swept through your area vandalizing and stealing vehicles.  When you woke up, you saw what they had done.

10. Go to each table and have each table draw a damage card:


No damage


Tires slit - $200 damage 



- No insurance - collect $200



- $200 deductible - collect $200



- Non-deductible - insurance pays for repairs


Engine vandalized - $400 damage



- No insurance - collect $400



- $200 deductible - collect $200



- Non-deductible - insurance pays for repairs

- $200 deductible - collect $200, insurance pays rest



- Non-deductible - insurance pays for new vehicle

11. Tell the students:


No damage - Everything is ok with you folks.  Your car is still ready to go.


Slit tires - The tire store will take 1 day to fix your car.


Engine vandalized - The auto repair shop will take 1 week to fix your car.


Car stolen - The car dealer will take 1 month to get you a different car.

12. Pass out HO2 (PROBLEMS LIST).  Tell them:

This handout contains a list of all kinds of hardships created by a variety of different types of criminal activity.  Ask them as groups to circle problems that they might have faced had the vandalism really happened to them.  They can also add problems of their own.  Then have them discuss what would they have had to do to get around if they really had to go without their car for that long.  Tell them to be specific.


(Get reports - Write numbers on board - get someone to read them)


(Make sure to point out that even those with no damage had problems)

13. Give the students HO3 and read it to them.

14. Go around seeing what each table wants in regards to insurance.  Give them insurance cards and collect the premiums.

15. Tell the students:


While you were all away at a church picnic, the same people were partying again. They are high and swept through the church parking lot vandalizing and stealing vehicles.  When you returned on the church bus you saw what had happened.

16. Go to each table and have each table draw a damage card:


No damage


Tires slit - $200 damage 



- No insurance - collect $200



- $200 deductible - collect $200



- Non-deductible - insurance pays for repairs


Engine vandalized - $400 damage



- No insurance - collect $400

17. Pass out HO4:


(Get their answers and write them on the board)

18. Ask the students as a whole:


How much money do you think most people would pay for theft and vandalism insurance if no one ever stole or vandalized cars?



(Probably would not buy any)

19. Ask the students as a whole:


A. Might there be some people in your area who are now afraid to go out after dark?



(Maybe)


B. Who might some of those people be?



(Any good answer)


C.  Is their fear justified?



(Maybe)


D. Whether it is justified or not, are they any less afraid?



(No)


E. What do these people tell their legislatures to do with criminals?



(Lock them up and throw away the keys)


F. Do property crimes ever turn violent?



(Yes)


G. How?



(Any good answer will do)

20. Give the students HO5 and read it to them.

21. Go around seeing what each table wants in regards to insurance.  Give them insurance cards and collect the premiums.

22. Tell the students:


While you were all at a Crime Watch meeting, the same criminals swept through your area vandalizing and stealing vehicles.  When you left the meeting, you saw the damage.

23. Go to each table and have each table draw a damage card: 

No damage - However, your grandmother's only picture of her husband (your grandfather, who was killed in the war) was stolen.

24. Figure out which table has the least amount of money.  Give them a phone.  Then call them up and say:


This is your boss calling.  Why have you missed so much work recently?



(Get their answer)


That's not good enough.  I've got a business to run.  You're fired.  Hold on, there is someone else here that wants to talk to you.


This is your landlord.  Why are you behind on your rent?



(Get their answer)


I'm sorry.  I've got my own bills to pay.  I'm going to have to evict you.  Hold on there's someone else here that wants to talk to you.


This is your mom.  Why can't you do anything right?  Good by!

25. Discuss how victims are sometimes blamed for the crimes that are committed against them.
26. Find out who had the most money left and give out the awards.

27. Tell the students that at the time of sentencing one of the criminals made the following statement:


"I'm sorry for what I did. I was drunk. I know that it was wrong, but at least I only messed with their cars.  It didn't cause them that much trouble."

28. Tell the students:


Now it's your turn to tell the judge what you think about this criminal and all the trouble he caused you.

29. Give each group a big piece of paper.  Have them:


Write what they think about the criminal and his thinking


List all of the problems that he would have caused them if it all had really happened to them.  


Write how they think they would feel about it

30. Get reports and discuss.



(Make sure the group who had their grandfather's picture stolen discusses the impact of the theft)

31. Ask the students:
Are their people who now fee that their community is not as safe as it used to be because of your crime?


(Probably)

Are they your victims too?


(Yes)

32. Tell the students:


Now put yourself in the shoes of the actual victim(s) of the crime for which you are on supervision.

33. Assign homework: 


Each of you is to write a letter similar to one you just did as a group. In it you are to explain what you think your victim(s) might have written to the judge about what you did to them, how they felt about it, the problems it caused them and what they think your punishment should have been.
