SEX OFFENDER PROGRAM (SOP)

What is SOP?

The Sex Offender Treatment Program was developed in response to Chapter 709 of the Code of Iowa which defines a sex offense as a traumatizing act of aggression, coercion, and control.


The program provides both educational and therapeutic approaches designed to aid sex offenders in developing control  over their destructive behavior patterns while gaining an awareness of the emotional trauma their behavior created for their victims.


Lecture, videos, discussion, and individual assignments are used to teach sex offenders control of their deviant behavior through the development of self-management skills.



In SOP, supervision of the offender is combined with the treatment activities to provide society with a safety net while providing the sex offender with the opportunity to learn how to intervene, control, and manage sexual deviancies and the opportunity to foster appropriate, acceptable non-aggressive behaviors and lifestyles.  In addition, the Department utilizes a polygraph to monitor behavior.

Who is in SOP?

Any person diagnosed to be a sex offender and ordered 




under the supervision of the Department.  Volunteers 




are also welcome.

Timeframe:

Persons in SOP will remain in the program and under active supervision of the Department throughout their time on pre-trial release, probation, parole, or work release.  NO EARLY DISCHARGES.
